Homework Policy
  Work must be completed for any credit.

∞ Homework is usually graded on a credit basis.  It must be finished and turned in at the beginning of the hour to receive full credit.  Homework is LATE if a student is completing it at the beginning of the class hour.  Homework is LATE if a student has to retrieve it from his/her locker.

∞ Late work will be accepted no later than one day after the due date. Late work is worth 50%.  Students have one week to take tests missed due to an absence.
